We want to share with you the details of your pet’s procedure today to give you a better understanding of the preanesthetic examination, preanesthetic lab work, and the anesthetic monitoring and recovery. This, along with the discharge instructions that our technician or doctor covered with you, will help ensure that your four-legged family member has a comfortable recovery and that you’ll be aware of the safety measures and quality of care that was taken with your pet.

A complete physical examination was performed by the doctor before today’s procedure.

Heart, eyes, ears, lungs, and other physical examination results were all normal and healthy.

Good news—all preanesthetic lab values, which measured liver and kidney function and glucose levels, were within normal, healthy limits.

Preanesthetic lab values showed a mildly elevated/decreased value, and the doctor recommends we recheck that value in ______ days/weeks. We do this to keep your pet well-hydrated and blood pressure stable, and to aid in a more comfortable recovery. You will notice a small shaved area. The fur will begin to grown back in a few days. You may also notice a slight bruise, the same as you might see if you were to have your own blood drawn or a catheter placed.

Your pet was given ______________________________ for pain. We believe in a pain-free recovery for our patients. This injection will last for several hours and you will then being giving the pain medication that was sent home with you. This will allow for a more comfortable recovery at home.

Lab work/biopsy specimens/radiographs for interpretation were sent out today, and results should be back in ______ days. The doctor will call you with these results.
